James Dean Brandon age 62 assistant superintendent 
of Murfreesboro city schools and former Nashville 
educator died yesterday at his home aŌer a heart 
aƩack. Services will be at 3 p.m. January 20 1967 at 
Woodfin Memorial Chapel. Dr H Eugene Cotey pastor 
of First BapƟst Church will officiate. Burial will be in 
Evergreen Cemetery. Brandon a naƟve of Wartrace TN 
aƩended the old Brandon Training School at 
Shelbyville founded by his late father A J Brandon and 
was graduated in 1923 from Murfreesboro Central 
High School. He received a bachelor of arts degree in 
1928 from the Uni-versity of the South at Sewanee 
where he was a member of the I Order of Gownsmen 
and Sigma I Epsilon Honorary Society. 1 At Sewanee 
he played center and guard on the varsity foot-ball 
team. In 1926 the Sewanee team held the University 
of Alabama's second Rose Bowl 1 team to a 2 to 0 win 
for the Crimson Tide. Brandon's team that year was 
captained by a longƟme friend former Mayor Andrew 
L. Todd Jr. of Mur-freesboro. 1 During his 11 years with 
the Davidson County school system Brandon was 
coach and princi-pal of Jere Baxter School for two 
years principal of Isaac LiƩon High School for three 
years and principal of Nashville Central High School for 
six years. He received a master of arts degree from 
Peabody  College in 1933. While in Davidson County 
he was president of the Davidson County Teachers 
Associa-Ɵon a member of the Nashville Civitan Club 
and a colonel on the staff of Gov. PrenƟce Cooper. 
Upon his resignaƟon from the school system he 
became assistant personnel director in charge of 
training for the state Department of Employment 
Security. Brandon moved to Savannah Ga. in 1943 
when he became as-sistant personnel director of 
Southeastern Shipbuilding Corp. In 1946 he returned 
to Mur freesboro and served for one year as principal 
of McFadden Grammar School. The next year he 
became personnel director for the American TexƟle Co 
Murfreesboro plant. Brandon reentered public 
educaƟon in 1947 when he was named director of 
aƩendance and public relaƟons for the Rutherford 
County school system.

Veteran Nashville musician James J (Bucky)  
Doster has died at age 91. Doster was a leŌ-handed 
trombonist who toured with Glen Campbell and 
recorded with stars ranging from Johnny Cash to 
Brenda Lee. He grew up in Murfreesboro and played 
in dance bands during his high-school years as well as 
a college student at MTSU. He joined the AFM’s 
Nashville local at age 19 in 1942. Following the onset 
of World War II he was inducted into the Army in 
1943. While in the service he became first trombone 
with the 97th Infantry Division Band. He seƩled in 
Nashville following his discharge in 1946. He played 
with the Owen Bradley Orchestra and the Nashville 
Symphony Orchestra. Bradley began using Doster as a 
session musician in the 1950s. He played on several of 
Brenda Lee’s rock ‘n’ roll records as well as on her 
debut LP 1959’s Grandma What Great Songs You Sang. 
In addiƟon to studio work with many other Nashville 
arƟsts Doster became a road musician for Glen 
Campbell. In 1969-71 he was a member of The Bill 
Walker Orchestra on The Johnny Cash Show on ABC-
TV.
In Nashville Doster completed his college educaƟon at 
Peabody College. He became a band director in the 
schools of Huntsville Ala. He served in the same 
capacity at Isaac LiƩon High School as well as at East 
Junior High School in Nashville. In his final years as an 
educator he became brass musical consultant for the 
Metro Nashville Public School System. In reƟrement 
Bucky Doster played with The Establishment a big-
band dance orchestra that donated its proceeds to the 
Blair School of Music at Vanderbilt University. Born 
James J. Doster he died on Tuesday May 19 aŌer a 
brief illness. He is survived by his wife of 58 years 
BeƩye Doster by children Dana (Tom) Luton and Jan
